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WHO WE ARE: The Antioch Partners (TAP), a strategic
alliance of Presbyterian Frontier Fellowship and The
Outreach Foundation, is a missionary sending agency
which partners with local Presbyterian churches in the
U.S. to send out followers of Jesus to participate in God's
mission in the world. Those serving through TAP have
been called by God to long-term, cross-cultural ministry
and they are engaged in many aspects of Kingdom work,
including: inviting people to follow Jesus, social justice,
discipleship, supporting church-planting movements,
leadership development and business as mission. Two
priorities for TAP are working among unreached and
least-reached people groups, and helping strengthen
the missional capacity of global partners. Missionaries
serving through TAP develop their own support teams
with assistance from TAP staff.

OUR VISION: Presbyterians effectively equipped, sent
out and supported as they participate in God's mission
in the world, and every Presbyterian congregation
extensively, strategically and radically involved in this
process.
